Studio Graphic Art Syllabus: For Students and Parents 
Course Description: 

Graphic art is a semester-long class with a focus on introducing students basic design techniques which serve as a foundation to their artistic expression. Students will produce original designs utilizing illustration, typography, storyboarding, and sequential art. Class discussions will revolve around exposure to various commercial artists and styles from around the globe and throughout history.

Based on final Product (achievement of learning goals), Process (iteration and documentation), and Progress (improvement or learning gain). The Goal is self-improvement and developing an individual working practice. Work diligently everyday and turn in all your work. Make up lost class time. To ensure highest grade follow project rubrics.  
60% of Grade- Projects

30% of Grade- Journal/Process/Daily Work
10% of Grade- Exam
Points may be deducted for off task behaviors during class work time. Any work turned in that is not yours will receive a zero and be given to administration.

Entry Task: Journal

Most days as your student enters class, they will begin by completing a 10-minute journal drawing.  If a student is absent, she/he should plan on doing a journal drawing outside of class for each day they are gone. The topics can be found by asking a fellow student or me after class or during work time.

3rd tardy: On the 3rd tardy and each thereafter, parent/admin contacts will be initiated. 
Discipline:
To ensure the best possible learning environment for your student, each student is expected to follow all procedures and expectations. In addition, she/he is expected to follow the art room procedures and expectations laid out by the class in the beginning of the semester:

1. Use quiet voices in this class.

2. Look at the teacher and listen to all instructions without talking.

3. Follow all directions the first time given.

4. Work in class. This means working on your art project. If you are done, you should check with me. NO OUTSIDE HOMEWORK OR GAMES UNLESS AUTHORISED BY ME.
Consequences:
· The 1st time a student needs help following these = verbal warning

· The 2nd time during the same class period = move to isolated table, sign log, continue working at table. NO TALKING. 

· The 3rd time during the same class period= parent contact.
· If the student’s behavior becomes a pattern, the student will be referred to administration for further discipline. 
Defiance/Disrespect:
The goal of this discipline plan is to maintain a safe and productive learning environment where every student can succeed. I will ask a student one time to follow a request. I do not ask twice. If a student chooses to argue or be disrespectful, they will be assigned a detention to be served in my room after school. If a student refuses, I will send the student to the vice principal to take administrative action.
Bathroom Policy:

One student may leave class at a time.  Sign out and note the time on the whiteboard.  Erase your name when you return.  6 minutes is a reasonable time period.  If you abuse the privilege, I will warn you once then you will get Wednesday morning detention. 

Cell Phone Policy: 
Cell phone use during class is not allowed unless for the purpose of the class with my permission. For those who use them inappropriately during class, points will be docked each time I see you using it. I may not inform you of this when it happens, and you will notice lost points in the grade book. Computers can be used for music or project-related internet browsing and not while teacher is conducting a discussion.
Clean-Up:

Clean up will commence 5 minutes before the end of every class and no sooner. Everyone is to be doing something to accomplish our goal for a clean room so we can all have an environment that is conducive to good art making. No lining up at the door.  I reserve the right to deduct points if practice is not followed.
